Dr. Kang-Lu Wang was a leading advocate of Taiwan independence through peaceful, nonviolent methods. Throughout his life,
Dr. Wang worked to preserve basic human rights for the Taiwanese people. In October 1991, Dr. Wang left his job in the United States
to return to Taiwan to work full-time for the World United Formosans for Independence (WUFI). Shortly after his return, Dr. Wang was
arrested and imprisoned for seven months on trumped-up charges of "illegal entry" and treason. He was soon adopted by Amnesty
International as a Political Prisoner of Conscience and the international community campaigned convincingly for his release. After his

release seven months later, Dr. Wang continued his full-time work for WUFI until his assassination by the KMT on October 12, 1993.

At the urging of his supporters, Dr. Wang's family and friends established the Kang-Lu Wang Memorial Foundation to carry on his
vision and principles. Since April 1994, the foundation has continued to support various projects and activities to promote Taiwan's

international status, human rights in Taiwan, and further involvement of the second-generation Taiwanese American Community.

Each year, the Dr. Kang-Lu Wang Human Rights Award is presented to a person who has worked to improve and promote human
rights in Taiwan. This award is co-sponsored by both the Kang-Lu Wang Memorial Foundation and the Formosan Association on for

Human Rights (FAHR).

John J. Norris Jr. ( FEI%E )

John J. Norris Jr. became the Managing Director of the Washington Office of the American Institute in
Taiwan (AIT/W) in September 2016. He leads the day-to-day operations of AIT/W, including
overseeing AIT’s $60 million annual budget and maintaining contacts with senior Taiwan authorities.
AlIT is a non-profit, private corporation established pursuant to the Taiwan Relations Act to manage
the U.S. unofficial relationship with Taiwan.

Mr. Norris retired from the Department of State in 2011 as a career member of the Senior Foreign
Service with the rank of Minister Counselor. Mr. Norris entered the Foreign Service in 1975 and spent %
the majority of his 36-year career in the Department of State working on East Asia issues. Mr. Norris *Keynote speech

served as Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for East Asia and Pacific Affairs (with responsibility for ~ July 2nd (Sun) 1030-1115

States (1995-1998) and Foreign Policy Advisor to the Commandant of the Marine Corps (2003-2006).

Harvard University (Master of Public Administration), and the National War College (Master of

Science in National Security Strategy).

Department of Pathology, The Johns Hopkins Medical Institutions
Dr. T.-C. Wu’s research focus has been in the area of human papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine
development. He has created a unique preclinical murine tumor model that expresses HPV-16 oncogenic
proteins, E6 and E7, and simulates specific molecular events in the progression of HPV+ precancerous
lesions (CIN 3) to invasive cancer. This preclinical tumor model has been widely used and tested by
researchers worldwide for HPV vaccine development.
Dr. Wu has focused on identifying vaccine and immunotherapeutic approaches to enhance antigen

The impressive preclinical data derived from these studies have led to several clinical trials that are
either currently under way or will soon commence. The continued development of these strategies will
facilitate the development of vaccines that generate a potent immune response and antitumor effect
against cervical cancer. Dr. Wu is also actively involved with investigating mechanisms of immune
evasion of tumors, identifying new tumor-specific antigens, and applying vaccine strategies to other
cancer systems with characterized tumor-specific antigens.

Ho Chie Tsai

Ho Chie Tsai has spent most of his life working to build
organizations and networks that serve the Asian and Taiwanese
American communities. A popular speaker among youth audiences,
his personal mission is to inspire young people to discover their
values and passions so that they can be a positive influence in their
communities and in the world.

Ho Chie is often credited for helping to inspire a student movement,
which resulted in the establishment of UIUC’s Asian American
Studies Program and Cultural Center. During his collegiate years,
Ho Chie was actively involved with various pan-Asian organizations
at UIUC. He served as Co-president (92-93) and Internal Vice-
president (91-92) of the Asian American Association, co-founded
the Taiwanese American Students Club (90-91), and organized the
first successful Asian Pacific American Coalition (91-92).

Professionally, Ho Chie is a board-certified pediatrician on staff at the UCSF Benioff Children’s Hospital
and Research Center of Oakland. Today, Ho Chie is well-known as the founder of
TaiwaneseAmerican.org, a national website dedicated to connecting and highlighting the new generation of
Taiwanese Americans. In past years, he also helped to found the Taiwanese American Professionals San
Francisco chapter, the Taiwanese American Medical & Health Professionals (NATMA) 2G chapter, and the
grade school summer camp program of the Taiwanese American Foundation where he served as a
program director for over a decade. During the late 1990’s, he also served as the program director for the
Junior and Junior High program of the Taiwanese American Conference East Coast (pre-TANG) and is
pleased to return to one of the camps that helped to shape his life experiences and ideas.
