For years, the troupe has been creating plays in different fields, including
classical literature, evangelism, and Taiwanese folklore. Besides, we have been
adapting the scripts of tfraditional Taiwanese opera into new ones to rejuvenate
them and give them new purposes. Meanwhile, we introduce Taiwanese opera
to people at schools and in communities by teaching them history-themed
songs, helping them understand the beauty of Taiwanese opera. Since 2011, the
Ministry of Culture of Taiwan (MOC) has honored the troupe with sponsorship for
seven years in a row.

Taiwanese Opera KOEH HOAI-IT depicts a Taiwanese story during
the Age of Discovery in the 17th century, the origin of Taiwanese
history. Beyond the ethnic and cultural differences, the Dutch, the
Han Taiwanese, and the Siraya aboriginals will be standing altogether
on the stage of Taiwanese Opera KOEH HOAI-IT. This year, KOEH
HOAI-IT is invited to perform in Toronto, New York, and Los Angeles to
reenact the glory and grief of the old Fort Zeelandia. The history may
be old news, but the opera can rejuvenate it and help us to know
Taiwan better.

In 1624, Dutch people invaded Taiwan to use it as a hub for trade
between China and Japan, forcing the Siraya aboriginals and the
Han Taiwanese to pay fribute with buckskin and cane sugar so as to
be one of the largest economies in the world by exporting. In order to
reign over the counftry, they built Fort Zeelandia in the current Anping
and enacted colonial laws. In 1652, Taiwanese people stood up to
fight against exploitation and seek freedom, resulting in the Guo
Huaiyi rebellion.

This war of arrows and axes versus guns and cannons started at a
mid-autumn festival. With the conspiracy of a snitch, the history
began like the prologue of an opera. In most cases, people living on
the colonized land usually cannot have their voice heard. Looking
through historical data, we can hardly find any documentation about
Taiwan. In 2012, Taiwanese Opera Troupe gathered a group of young
composers and finished Taiwanese Opera KOEH HOAI-IT together. It
unveiled the Madou village rebellion in 1629 and the Guo Huaiyi
rebellion in 1652. Moreover, the letters of a Dutch reverend’s dilemma
between colonialism and his religious belief were left by himself in the
17th century and were adapted into lines in the opera as well. History
and opera can be quite distinct yet correlative sometimes.

Discover the history of Taiwan through Taiwanese opera. This will
be an experience that you should not miss.
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Director’s Concepts

Taiwanese opera is so free and distinctive that it has this
fascinating characteristic. Instead of putting too many
redundant factors or altering its own texture, we should use ifs
inborn advantages when we create. When it comes to the
methodology of performing arts, there are divergences between
different genres of drama. Beijing opera changes from
beautifying to formulizing movements, while Taiwanese opera
evolves from formulization to performances that are closer to
people’s lifestyles. In KOEH HOAI-IT, Han Taiwanese people’s
performances are more fraditional, while aboriginal people’s
performances are more down to earth. As for their personalities,
the Han Taiwanese are more reserved, whereas the aboriginal
are more straightforward and intense. When the Han Taiwanese
are entering the mountains where aboriginal people live, the
beats of the drum bring a more natural and sentimental vibe.

The mechanism for performing in this performance is a force
to be reckoned with. For the warriors from Madou village and
Sinckan village, their presences and conventional moves on
stage have to be fierce and spirited to create an atmosphere of
tension and rhythmic beats like they are hunting. However, the
formulization of performing cannot be applied in romantic
scenes. In this case, the platform of drama can create relative
superiority and inferiority, adding a down to earth effect.

One of the most refreshing feature in KOEH HOAI-IT is Amuyi, a
deaf and mute girl who speaks sign language. Amuyi became
more expressive of herself after the Dutch reverend taught her
sign language, which symbolized the civilization Dutch people
brought to Taiwan. Between Yi-Tung and Amuyi, we can see a
direct and expressive way of communication rather than
formulized movements, making it easier for the audience to feel
their emotions. | think this is a more realistic way to show the
emotions of aboriginal people. At the same time, various genres
of performing methods can differentiate ethnic backgrounds on
stage.
