Andre Lee

Andre Lee is current a Professor of Materials Science at Michigan
State University. He received his PhD degree from the University of
Illinois Urbana-Champaign in 1987. After graduation, he worked at
the National Institute of Standards and Technology and Lockheed
Aircraft prior to join MSU in 1991. His current research areas include
synthesis of hybrid polymers, design and manufacturing of packaging
and cast aluminum for automotive applications.

Non-stick coating, aluminum cookware, and plastic food packaging are unavoidable in
the modern kitchen. It is amazing to hear about their safety and health concerns, as most of
these items had received FDA approvals. Nevertheless consumers hear from various
reports, blogs, and postings from social media about aluminum can cause some kind of
cancers or Alzheimer’s, and bisphenol A (BPA) in clear plastics causes diabetes, obesity, high
blood pressure. As a consumer, one may be interested in the overall safety of all materials
used in the kitchen. This includes not only fry pans, but also sauce pans, baking sheets,
aluminum foils, plastics wraps, and hot water bottles. When evaluating cookware safety,
there are four components one must consider. This includes substrate, interior coating (if
any), exterior coating (if any) and handles. For plastic food packaging, chemical components
can migrate into foods, but the question is how much migration occurs at different use
conditions. We will look into these problems from physical science points-of-view and to
provide some common practices to ease everyday concerns.

Senator Stephanie Chang, the first Asian American woman to be
elected to the Michigan Legislature, worked as a community
organizer in Detroit for nearly a decade before serving two
terms in the Michigan House of Representatives.

The senator also is a co-founder and past president of Asian and
Pacific Islander American Vote-Michigan, and she served as a
mentor with the Detroit Asian Youth Project.

In the state House, Senator Chang led the way on air quality
protection, education, criminal justice reforms, improving
economic opportunities, and affordable, safe drinking water.
She passed bipartisan legislation on a range of issues including
female genital mutilation, nitrous oxide “whip-its”, reentry
services for wrongfully convicted exonerees, and more. She also
served on the leadership team for the House Democratic Caucus
both terms and was a co-founder of the Asian Pacific American
Legislative Caucus.

In the state Senate, Senator Chang is the Minority Vice-Chair of
both the Senate Committee on Finance, as well as Judiciary and
Public Safety. She also serves on the Senate Committee on
Government Operations.

degrees in public policy and social work from the University of

Michigan. She lives in Detroit with her husband, Sean Gray, and
their young daughter.
